There was a request for some changes on the two policies, so | am reposting them for finial review and
approval:

e Sickness, Lameness or other for dog and handler

Dog

If your dog is sick or lame, please notify the instructor, leader of the class, practice, event or other that
your dog is sick or lame. Do not bring the dog to the event. If it is a kind of illness that can be passed
from dog to dog, like kennel cough, please let the instructor know when the dog was sick and
diagnosed. The instructor or other should inform the training director/committee if there is a
contagious sickness and may consult with them on appropriate actions. The instructor or person in
charge as listed above, will then notify the class members as well as the place where the event has
occurred so they can take the appropriate action. This is up to the instructor with consultation, to
cancel classes, if necessary, to make sure no-one else dog get sick. If the dog is lame or the sickness is
not contagious, the person can attend the event just not the dog. If the person has another dog that can
substitute and the sickness is not contagious, they can ask the instructor if they can substitute dogs.

Females in heat must wear panties. They can attend events where the location and policies allow females
in heat.

Person

If a participant is sick, or cannot attend the event, as noted above, the participant needs to notify the
instructor, leader of the class, practice, event or other that the participant is sick and the participant
cannot attend the event.

Refunds

There will be no refunds for these events due to sickness/lameness of dog or sickness of person.

From the Library Committee— _
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This month | asked Kerry Boisvert about her training background and what
she recommends in the way of dog training, and here is what she wrote:

My dog training career has been a winding road. Covid19 changed the way
many of us have lived, including working from home, helping children learn via
Zoom and ending up with a new pet for the family, usually a dog. | ended up
with a new dog, a blue and tan Border Terrier. It seemed like a good idea at
the time - now having gone from a quiet two dog household to three - one
being a 2-month-old, the question now is What was | thinking?

In 1978 we were looking for a dog, but wanted no small fofo dogs for us. |
happened to go to the mall and saw a woman with a small, brown, scruffy
dog. | stopped her and said "What is that and where can | find one?". The
dog was a 9-month-old Border Terrier, and the woman, Corolyn Pyle, replied
"Marg Pough has a litter". This was a meet and greet that the Kennel Club
was having at the mall.

Within a couple of days, we were at Marg's house to meet the Breed. The first
one we saw was an older, scruffy, almost white male dog, who went by the
name of Snark - no fofo dog there. Next we met the mom and then the two
male puppies. We thought about them on the ride home and within a week
we had our first Border Terrier: Tweed. (The first curve in the winding road.)

Marg informed me that | WOULD take the pup to obedience classes at

IDTC. This was in September and the puppy classes at the pavilion were full,
but a member who had recently returned with her husband and family from
many years out of the country, was teaching an overflow class at her house
on Snyder Hill Road. Off we went to puppy class. It only took a couple of
weeks to discover that Jinny's husband and mine were in the same
department at Cornell. This led to a longtime friendship with Jinny. Jinny




developed the KPT class which is still used today, and then she decided that |
should be her assistant and learn more about dog training. Of course, Marg
was also very active in teaching for the club. (The second curve in the
winding road.)

Eleven years went by with one dog. | handled him to a championship and a
CD. We were also active with AWTA (American Working Terrier Association),
working dogs before AKC recognized Earth Dog Trials. Then | was offered a
pick puppy from a breeder who had a very nice male dog. There were five
boy puppies to pick from, and the litter was close by, so Marg and | made
several trips to look at them. On the first Saturday in May, the Kentucky
Derby day, | came home with our second dog, Duncan. | handled him to a
championship and CD. At this time agility was making its way into our area
and we noticed several local people were having classes, so | ended up at
Dee Br a mblaee fa lessons. This was another activity for the dogs and
something new for me to learn along with them.

With each dog | was learning something new, along with the

dogs. Sometimes it takes time and effort to find an instructor to help master
the new skill. You might (and in my opinion should) go to different instructors
until you find the right fit. There are a number of ways to teach a specific
exercise, so find the person and the method that works for you. | find that | do
best with an instructor who truly loves the sport and can show me how to do

it. There are lots of books written about all the different dog sports, but | do
best when shown something, as opposed to reading about how to do it.

Now 30 years later there are so many activities available to you and your dog,
from obedience to nose work, trick class and parkour, there is something out
there for everyone. Don't be afraid to dabble, find out what fits you and your
dog at every stage in your dog's life. Maybe for the young and fast it's agility,
and for the older dog (and handler) it's nose work. Think honestly about your
lifestyle and the ability of your dog, whether young or old, and most
importantly have fun! There is something out there for both of you, even if it
takes a little time to find it. So now | am at the third curve in the winding road,
trying to find a path forward for my 6-month-old (he'll grow out of it, or that's
what they tell me). He is challenging me to find new ways (none of the others
were like this!!!) to reach his potential.

His name is Tripp, and we are on one.
